Memorandum for President, Defense Acquisition University

Subject:  Technology Protection -- Program Management Education

On February 17, 2000, the Deputy Secretary of Defense signed five memoranda directing major enhancements in the Department’s program to provide improved security and counterintelligence practices in laboratories and Centers.  As a result, I am directing the Defense Acquisition University (DAU), with the support of the office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Command, Control, Communication and Intelligence) (OASD C3I), to modify courses for program managers and other acquisition leaders to include more information concerning the role of counterintelligence (CI) in technology protection.  This initiative is one of many identified by an overarching integrated process team (OIPT) chartered by the Deputy Secretary of defense and chaired by the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense (Science and Technology) DUSD S&T).  It stems from a recent DoD Inspector General report that documented the failure of many acquisition program managers managing critical program information to notify their servicing CI organizations in order to obtain support in accordance with DoD guidance.  Additional education of the program managers and their staffs should correct this and similar problems and enhance the protection of our most critical technologies.

OASD C3I has appointed a project officer, Mr. Toby Sullivan (703-697-7641, ext. 378) from the Directorate of Counterintelligence, for this action.  Please contact him to begin working on this initiative.

Accomplishments will be tracked through the OIPT, which will meet regularly to review initiatives and prepare progress reports.  Repot your progress in implementing the above action within 60 days of the date of this memorandum to the OIPT Action Officer, Ms Vicki Cox, ODUSD(S&T), 703-697-9215.
