SECNAVINST 4440.33 Executive Summary


SECNAVINST 4440.33 “Sponsor-Owned Material (SOM), Government-Owned Material (GOM) and Plant and Project Stock Management” was issued/signed by Secretary Winter on February 11, 2009.  

The instruction was initiated by and coordinated with the Office of the Deputy

Chief of Naval Operations for Fleet Readiness and Logistics (N4) in order to support development of the inventory management functions within Navy-ERP release 1.1.  The SOM/GOM instruction fills a policy gap at the highest level regarding effective management and efficient use of material purchased by Hardware Systems Command (HSC) and Program Executive Offices (PEO).  Compliance with the instruction will advance the HSC's successful implementation of N-ERP 1.1.

This instruction meets financial accounting, Naval Audit Service, Naval Inspector General and DoD Inspector General requirements, implements provisions of the Chief Financial Officers Act, and will enhance the logistics information necessary to track and deliver material support for the war fighter at the most efficient cost.
The instruction applies to all non-nuclear related Naval activities reporting to the Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Research, Development and Acquisition) that procure, hold and/or manage material and equipment, including Special Tooling and Special Test Equipment for the Department of the Navy (DON).  Naval activities affected by the instruction include, but are not limited to PEOs, HSCs, field activities, In-Service Engineering Agencies, and SOM/GOM/plant and project stock holding activities of the HSCs and/or PEOs.
The instruction refers to material held at government and contractor sites to 
include Government Furnished Material or Contractor Acquired Material that the 
DON has either funded a contractor to acquire or has provided directly to a 
commercial entity, (i.e., property in possession of contractor and Government-

Furnished Equipment).  It does not apply to general use consumables (e.g. office 

supplies).
